Floyd Rhadigan, (CCA) taught a three day seminar
in Lancaster PA from March 16th through the 18th.
The Lancaster County Woodcarvers hosted the class
and it took place at Steph’s Folk Art Studio, in
Smoketown, Lancaster PA.

Nine members attended the class which ran from
9:00 am to 4:00 pm each day. As Floyd set up his
display of over 50 carvings along with their associated
rough outs in the back of the room, you could see the
craving in the eyes the students as they viewed the
options wanting to overindulge in choosing the right
carvings. Floyd’'s teaching method was well received
by all, his willingness to take a little extra time when
needed was very much appreciated. Likewise he was
thrilled with the surroundings and the room at Steph’s,
which included an overhead video camera, hooked up
to two monitors. This allowed each student an
unobstructed view of Floyd’s lightning fast hands.

The class also included painting tips and many
stories of other CCA events. The class had two very
nice surprises during the weekend. First Saturday the
17" was St. Patty’s day and one of our members, Kent
Kise, led the group in a chorus of “When Irish Eyes
Are Smiling” (Floyd'’s Irish Santa was one of the most
popular choices). Then on Sunday, Sue Quinn, one of
the employees at Steph’s brought her father of 96 to
the shop to see the proceedings, Ray Fisher is a long
time carver and he just could not resist picking up a
knife and joining in on the fun.

By the end of the seminar, many of the “hot”
carvings that had been on display were “out of stock”.
Some people, (myself included) purchased as many as
5 rough outs, and some tools. Floyd spent the
weekend with club members, Ann and George
Reinfried, and has agreed to return next year, also
(should his schedule permit) he will try to make it to
our show as “Featured Carver”.
